Seasonal raptor nesting protections are in effect at 3 of our local climbing areas: Glenn Cliff, Gower Mountain, 

and Corte Madera.  Golden Eagle nesting has been confirmed at Glenn Cliff and Gower and a seasonal closure 

has been enacted to keep people and activity away from the nesting sites while the birds lay their eggs, and care 

for the hatchlings.  Peregrine falcon nesting has been confirmed at Corte Madera.  Please respect the closure 

orders and make plans to climb at another backcountry or local climbing destination until the chicks have 

fledged from the nest.  Trailheads have closure maps and maps are available on the Cleveland National forest 

website  http://www.fs.fed.us/r5/cleveland  

The Glenn Cliff Closure includes the entire rock formation. The Mount Gower closure includes the climbing 

area òShangri Laó as described in Chris Hubbardõs Climbing Topos of San Diego . The Corte Madera closure in-

cludes the eastern half of the main wall.  

 

 

 

 

Please remember that not climbing near active raptor nests, spreading the word to others when nesting activity is ob-

served, and self-policing within the climbing community ð by stepping up and asking those you see climbing in an area 

where raptors are nesting to please stop ð is the best way to minimize impacts to nesting raptors and to head off potential 

conflicts with land managers who otherwise might be faced with implementing closures. Please spread the word . . . .
