Seasonal raptor nesting protections are in effect at 2 

of our local climbing areas: Glenn Cliff and Gower 

Mountain.  Golden Eagle nesting has been confirmed 

at both locations and a seasonal closure has been 

enacted to keep people and activity away from the 

nesting sites while the eagles make improvements 

the nest, lay their eggs, and care for the hatchlings.  

Please respect the closure orders and make plans to 

climb at another backcountry or local climbing desti-

nation until the eagle chicks have fledged from the 

nest.  Trailheads have closure maps and maps are 

available on the Cleveland National forest website

The Glenn Cliff Closure includes the entire rock forma-

tion. The Mount Gower closure includes the climbing 

area òShangri Laó as described in Chris Hubbardõs 

Climbing Topos of San Diego .

As 

part of the new raptor monitoring protocol that the CNF has prepared, monitoring for raptor activity is required 

before advisories or closures can be enacted.  Come out and meet CNF Biologists and learn how to spot local rap-

tor species and learn what their behavior means. Bring your  binoculars and scopes if you have them.  Three (3) 

days will be set up this season and are tentatively scheduled for:  February 20, 2010 ñ El Cajon Mountain,   

February 27, 2010 - Corte Madera, and March 6, 2010 ðEagle Peak.
