This last year also ended with successful 

cooperation with the Cleveland National 

Forest in developing a draft raptor manage-

ment plan that protects nesting raptors and 

keeps our climbing resources open and avail-

able to the public.

Seasonal Raptor Closures are in 

effect for the protection of   active 

Golden Eagle Nests at Glenn Cliff 

and Gower Mountain.   ACSD 

(thanks to Fred Maki) has created 

notification tags to help inform 

climbers of areas that are          

currently closed.   If you see a tag  

indicating active raptor nesting, 

please do not climb this route or 

routes in the immediate vicinity.   

Please respect signage indicating 

closures.  For maps of  the closure 

areas please go to the Cleveland 

National Forest   website.  

In cooperation with The Cleveland National 

Forest they have requested that if we see 

raptor activity while out climbing to share 

this information with their Biologists.  A re -

scheduled raptor field training will be set 

up this season by Forest Service Biologists 

to help climbers learn how to identify birds 

of prey.  

 

Please remember that not climbing near 

active raptor nests, spreading the word to 

others when nesting activity is confirmed, 

and self -policing within the climbing      

community, is the best way to minimize 

impacts to nesting raptors and head off 

potential conflicts with land managers.
