Management Plan

Joshua Tree National Park has begun the process of drafting a revised management plan.
Itis very important  for climbers to make their voices heard during the planning phase
because at this stage of the revision process numbers count As
largest and most popular climbing destination, it is important that Park Managers know

the value of Joshua Tree National Park as a major climbing destination, both nationally

and internationally. The National Park Service is required to utilize the public comment
process when gauging the direction they should take when developing revisions to their
existing management plan. The more input the Park receives from the public about the
importance of Joshua Tree as a climbing area, the greater the weight given to providing

for continued access and accommodation to the climbing visitor . It is important to provide
your thoughts and comments about how the Park is managed. We want to keep access to
climbing resources in the Park and we would like the Park to provide camping and other
resources for us when we visit.
